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Volunteer Award Descriptions

Sylvia Meeker Health and Safety Award - This award, named  in memory of Sylvia Meeker, a 17 year Health & Safety Services Director who exemplified dedication and commitment to the promotion and growth of the Health & Safety Department, honors the person who exemplifies the same dedication and commitment to the Health & Safety Department. 

Bob Taylor Disaster Services Award - This award, named in memory of Bob Taylor, a 64 year volunteer who was the driving force behind the disaster services program becoming what it is today honors the person who has gone above and beyond the call of duty in our Disaster Services area. 

Blumer/Collins Blood Services Award - This award named in memory of two very influential people in our Blood Services program honors the person who has gone above and beyond the call of duty in our Blood Services Area. 

Barb Faulkner Philanthropist of the Year Award – This award, named in memory of Barb Faulkner, a friend who gave generously and selflessly of herself to the American Red Cross, throughout the community, and beyond. The award is presented to an individual or organization that has shown continuing support for our local chapter through both financial and personnel assistance. This local award is intended to thank someone, locally, who has gone above the norm in responding to the needs of both our local and national neighbors financially.

John Shafar Exceptional Volunteer Service Award - This award, named in memory of John Shafar, a 12 year volunteer who routinely went above and beyond the call of duty while volunteering honors a volunteer whose performance over a period of several years has substantially exceeded the volunteer’s original commitment to the American Red Cross.
